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15. Use of Polentiomeler.

This is already described in the Technical Description,
Section 8.

Normally it is not required and switch B should be left in the
usual horizontal position.

16. Notes.

Fig. 10 is a wiring diagram showing the correct arrangement for the
back of the instrument—compare Fig. 6.

Tig. 11 is a reproduction of actual oscillographs taken to prove
the non-vibrating character of the line current and comparing this
line current with that giving the received signal in the head receivers.

Fig. 114 shows the gradual rige of thig line eurrent. ~ An excessive
current (using 110 volts) was used to obtain sufficient current to
operate the oscillograph.
